Central Florida Commuter Rail Project

Earlier this year, the Florida Department of Transportation
announced that an agreement to purchase 61 miles of CSX rail line
between Deland in Volusia County and Poinciana Boulevard in
Osceola County had been reached. The rail line would be used for
the Central Florida Commuter Rail project providing commuter rail
transit services to the four-county area in Orange, Seminole, Volusia
and Osceola Counties.

The Central Florida Commuter Rail proposes to use existing railroad
tracks as its main artery and would consist of 61 miles of service to
Deland, Orlando and Kissimmee. Phase I would be 31 miles long
and would connect DeBary/Saxon Boulevard to Orlando
Amtrak/Orlando Regional Medical Center (ORMC). The corridor
would provide a higher speed transportation option for commuters
traveling from as far as Daytona Beach on the northern end and from
Polk County on the southern end. The train would provide at

least five trips during peak morning (5:30 a.m.-8:30 a.m.) and
afternoon (3:30 p.m.-6:30 p.m.) rush hours. It would operate on a 30-
minute frequency during those peak hours and a two-hour frequency
during non-peak hours.

Construction of the 31-mile Phase 1 segment could begin as early as
2009, just as FDOT would be starting a major I-4 reconstruction
project through the heart of Central Florida from State Road 434 in
Longwood to Kirkman Road in southwest Orange County.



Phase II of the project would extend for 23 miles, linking the Orlando
Amtrak/ORMC to Poinciana Industrial Park south of Kissimmee.

Phase III would extend for seven miles, linking DeBary to Deland
Amtrak Station. The number of stations proposed at build-out is 16.
Two inter-modal centers at Lynx Central Station in downtown
Orlando and in the Sand Lake Road area are also being planned as
well as at-grade stations with pedestrian connections and 11 park-
and-ride lots in outlying areas.
